Lang Pioneer Village David Mitchell Wins Lt. Governor’s Volunteering Award  
LANG

David Mitchell has been invested in the preservation of Ontario’s cultural heritage for over 40 years and he will be recognized for his efforts in volunteering at a ceremony to be held at Queen’s Park on Friday, February 20th, 2009. The retired contractor is being awarded the Lieutenant Governor’s Ontario Heritage Award for Lifetime Achievement by the Honourable David C. Onley.

During his working career, Mr. Mitchell made a major contribution to the built heritage of the City of Peterborough through his construction of numerous family homes and apartment buildings after arriving to the area in the early 1950’s. He was also a founding member and Past President of the Peterborough Home Builders’ Association. 
A man of diverse interests, he has been a member of the board of directors of the Canadian Automotive Museum in Oshawa, the Peterborough Museum and Archives and, for the past 18 years, the Peterborough Branch of the Canadian Red Cross. He is an active member of the Ontario Artist Blacksmiths, the Quite Timekeepers (antique clocks and timepieces), a founding member of the McLaughlin Buick Automobile Club, the Peterborough Gun Club (antique firearms) and the Shiners Club. 
For almost 10 years now, David has volunteered an average of three days a week at Lang Pioneer Village Museum near Keene. In 2007 he contributed 861 hours of service, the most of any volunteer at the museum. “We estimate that David has contributed well over 7,000 volunteer hours during his time at Lang” said Museum Manager Joe Corrigan. Now in his 81st year David, who describes himself as “Lang’s oldest living artifact”, has participated in the design and construction of several of the museum’s buildings including the ice house, smoke house, ash house and cider mill. He has also been involved in several major repair projects such as the print shop, food booth and deck, General Store, hotel and 1920 vintage Sawyer Massey steam engine. Mr. Mitchell demonstrates blacksmithing during the museum’s spring school programs and at special events. He helps train the museum’s seasonal staff and volunteers in the blacksmith’s trade and rebuilt the museum’s forge in 2007. “We are pleased to see David’s many contributions recognized in this way” Corrigan said. 

Lang Pioneer Village is a living history museum proudly owned and operated by the County of Peterborough.  The site is located 10 minutes east of Peterborough off Highway 7.
